Town of Germantown Planning Board

SEQR Lead Agency

Acceptance of Final Scoping Document
Primax Properties, LLC - Dollar General Retail Store

WHEREAS, Primax Properties, LLC has proposed a 9,100 square foot Dollar General Commercial Retail Store on a proposed 1.313 acre lot within a 6.059 acre parcel of real property, together with the development of other related improvements including but not limited to a 38 car parking lot, stormwater detention and bio-retention areas, lighting and signage, a loading area and landscaping; and 

WHEREAS, the action requires Subdivision and Site Plan approvals from the Town of Germantown Planning Board as well as approvals from other local, County, and State Involved Agencies; and 

WHEREAS, on or about October 29, 2015, the Planning Board commenced a coordinated review under SEQR and caused to be circulated to all identified Involved Agencies the Environmental Assessment Form (“EAF”) and other documentation relating to the action, and by providing notice to all identified Involved Agencies that the Planning Board intended to act as the SEQR Lead Agency for this action; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board did not receive any objections from Involved Agencies with respect to the Planning Board acting as the SEQR lead agency for this action within the time frames provided by 6 NYCRR 617(b)(3); and 


WHEREAS, having not received any objections, the Planning Board was declared Lead Agency for the SEQR review of the proposed action on February 25, 2016; and

WHEREAS, to determine whether the action may have a significant adverse impact on the environment, the Planning Board has compared the impacts that may be reasonably expected to result from the proposed action and compared them against the criteria for determining significance set forth in 6 NYCRR 617.7(c); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board has thoroughly analyzed and identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, based upon preparation of the Full EAF including Parts 1, 2, and 3, to determine if the action may have a significant adverse impact on the environment; and


WHEREAS, after reviewing the proposed Site Plans, Subdivision Plans, EAF and supporting documents, Memoranda from the Planning Board’s planning and engineering professionals, and the Criteria for Determining Significance in 6 NYCRR 617.7(c), the Planning Board found on or about April 8, 2016 that the action may have the potential for at least one significant adverse impact upon the environment as described in the attached Positive Declaration, and has determined that a Draft Environmental Impact Statement (“DEIS”) will be prepared under SEQR; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant submitted a draft Scoping document for the Planning Board to review and consideration on or about June 16, 2016, which the Board accepted at its June 30, 2016


WHEREAS, the Planning Board began its review of the draft Scoping document at its meeting on June 30, 2016 with a brief discussion thereof and the process/procedure to be followed and scheduled a public hearing/comment meeting for July 28, 2016; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning Board held the public hearing/comment meeting on July 28, 2016 and received extensive oral and written comment; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Board also reviewed and considered the draft Scoping document and all oral and written public comment and requested that a final Scoping document be prepared by the Planning Board’s consultant Greenplan, Inc. for the Board to review and perhaps adopt; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board received the proposed Final Scoping document at its meeting held on September 20, 2016, reviewed it in-depth and determined that it appropriately addressed each of the issues, Planning Board concerns and pertinent public comments.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Planning Board adopts the attached Final Scoping document, and will require the preparation of a DEIS.
